The Colonial Williamsburg Teacher Institute is designed to help teachers become better equipped to teach the American history goals and objectives, with California History-Social Science Standards in mind.  The teachers selected will begin working together as a team in Williamsburg.  Returning to their home schools in the fall, they will teach their students units on early American history using the experiences, skills, and instructional materials obtained at the Teachers Institute.
