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The program offers on-the-joh
training with no employer costs, and
training wages for some students.

WorkAbility | assists students with the
transition from school to work, allowing
students aged 16-22 to stay in school
while developing pre-employment and
worksite skills.

Employers receive a pool of
prescreened workers who are ready
for training, as well as on-going
employer support services.
WorkAbility | assists employers with
tax incentives and compliance with
the Americans with Disabilities Act.
